Eligibility, Media, Specifications

All works must be original, no work previously shown at an Ward 7 Arts Collaborative Exhibit. Work in any media is eligible. Two-dimensional work must be wired, presented in a professional manner (framed or otherwise suitably mounted), ready to hang. The artist’s presence must not be required for hanging. Works framed in glass only excepted if hand delivered. Works must be exhibited for the duration of the show, which will close on February 29, 2008.
CD or Slide entries

Up to three artworks may be submitted. The art will be juried from images sent on CD or on 2”x2” cardboard or plastic mounted slides.

CD Images

Size to 300 resolution at image size approximately 5 inches by 7 inches, then save as JPEG. Name files with artist’s name and corresponding entry number (1, 2, or 3) from. Enter one jpg file per artwork.

Slides

Each image must be labeled with name, title, media, and dimensions. Indicate top. Enter one slide per artwork.

Images must represent the actual work submitted. Any art that differs significantly in appearance or quality from the art portrayed in the entry may be rejected. Slides of declined work will be returned with SASE after jury notification. Slides of accepted work will be retained until the show closes and files/slides may be used for exhibition publicity and educational purposes.

Delivery of Artwork

Each work must have a label with the artist’s name, address, phone number, and the title attached firmly to the back of the 2D work.

Hand Delivered Work

Shipped work must be packed in sturdy, reusable containers and should arrive before October 19, 2007 at 3939 Benning Road, Northeast Washington, District of Columbia 20019 (Ward 7 Arts Collaborative). Artists need to prepay for return shipping. Return shipping label should be placed inside shipping container with artwork. The Art Department will not ship art to an address outside of the United States.

Pick Up of Hand Delivered Work

March 3 – 5, 2008 (Monday-Wednesday) Pick up of hand-delivered work from the W7AC Office will be from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. or through prior arrangement. Please show picture ID for return of work.

Sales, Sponsor, Insurance

The W7AC receives 20% of all sales of works. The Art Department will take the name and phone numbers of anyone interested in purchasing work, and relay this information to the artist. The exhibition is sponsored by the Ward 7 Arts Collaborative, Inc. entries will be handled with all possible care. W7AC will not be responsible for insurance while art is in transport.
